TURKIYE IS THE COUNTRY OF
OPPORTUNITIES IN LOGISTICS

Logistics forms the backbone of the global supply chain. Logistics
centers around the world, where road, rail, sea, air and combined
transportation options are available, and where storage and
transportation services are offered together, have gained importance.

Tiirkiye, which is a regional center between continents, is located on
the transition corridor of Europe, Asia, Africa and the Middle East, and
can be reached with a 4-hour flight time to 67 countries with a trade
volume of approximately 8 trillion 600 billion dollars, claims to be one of
the most important logistics bases of the world and its region.

In Tiirkiye, which ranks 30th with a share of 1.1 percent in world
goods trade, the logistics and transportation sector ranks 11th worldwide
with a market size of 100 billion dollars, accounting for 2.5 percent of
global logistics exports. Transportation and logistics, which constitute
approximately 40 percent of total service exports, are expected to reach an
export income approaching 80 billion dollars by the end of 2028.

Ttirkiye’s 3rd party logistics sector continues to grow rapidly. It is
estimated that the 3rd party logistics market, which has gained great
momentum in the last 5 years, will reach 1.8 trillion TL in 2028. This
growth is triggered by factors such as changes in global routes, increasing
demand and Tiirkiye’s gaining importance as a production center. The
e-retail logistics market, which has increased significantly especially after
the pandemic, is expected to exceed 246 billion TL in 2028 with an annual
average growth of 37 percent, while the retail e-export logistics market
is expected to reach 36.5 billion TL. Tiirkiye, which ranks 38th with 3.4
points in the World Bank Logistics Performance Index (LPI-2023), aims to
rise to the 25th place by 2028 with the logistics support it provides to the
Asian and European markets.

Having the youngest and largest truck fleet in Europe on the road and
a fleet capacity of 52.73 million DWT on the sea, Tiirkiye has also become
an important regional power in the field of transportation with its railway
investments that form the infrastructure of intermodal transportation.
While it also draws attention as a strategic production, storage and
transfer center in reaching the Middle East and Central Asian countries, it

has an international road transportation network with nearly 70 countries.

The change created in the world trade and logistics map by crises
such as the Covid-19 pandemic, the Russia-Ukraine war, and the Suez
Canal has affected Tiirkiye in the East-West, North-South trade; and in
international supply chains operating between the Europe-Caucasus-
Central Asia-Asia and Middle East regions. Continuing its efforts to
increase the effectiveness of the Central Corridor, which will facilitate
trade between Asia and Europe with many projects from the Baku-
Tbilisi-Kars Railway Line to the Zangezur Corridor, Tiirkiye will further
strengthen its strategic position with the Development Road Project,
which will provide uninterrupted transportation to every country in
Europe by road and rail from Iraq to London.

Toyota Europe reaches
all-time sales record in 2024

Toyota Europe broke the sales record of all time by selling a
total of 1 million 217 thousand 132 vehicles in 2024. According
to the statement made by the company, this result indicates
an increase of 4 percent compared to the previous year.
While the total sales rate of electrified vehicles increased to
74 percent, more than 900,000 vehicles were sold in this
category. Fully electric vehicle sales increased by 18 percent,
plug-in hybrid sales increased by 36 per-
cent, and full hybrid sales increased by
S percent. Interms of the Toyota brand,
1,128,948 vehicles were sold, an increase
of 3 percent. With this performance,
Toyota managed to become the second
most preferred brand in Europe for the
fourth time in a row. In the commercial
vehicle segment, Toyota Professional
achieved sales of 132,614 units. Models
including the Toyota C-HR produced in
Turkey were among the most preferred
in Europe. Yaris Cross 204,787 units, Yaris 176,782 units,
Corollafamily 163,393 units, Toyota C-HR 131,622 units, Aygo
X 97,466 units and RAV4 94,344 units were sold. Toyota's
success in 2024 also resonated in the Turkish market. The
company reached its highest annual sales in Turkey by selling
over 61 thousand vehicles in the January-December period.
Toyota, which achieved a 58 percent market share in the
hybrid segment, maintained its leadership in full hybrid sales.
Toyota's models in the SUV segment attracted great interest
from Turkish consumers. Models such as the Yaris Cross Hy-
brid, Toyota C-HR Hybrid and RAV4 accounted for 32 percent
of sales in Turkiye with a total of 19,275 units sold.

TURKIYE IS A NATURAL

HUB IN ITS REGION

Urkiye plays a significant role in global logistics,
thanks to its geographical location, advanced
transportation infrastructure, growing trade volume,
and dynamic economy. The country serves as
a regional center connecting continents, located on the
transit corridor of Europe, Asia, Africa, and the Middle East.
It is well-positioned to become one of the most important
global logistics hubs. Turkiye is a natural connection point for
east-west and north-south trade. In addition to its strategic
location at a key intersection for global trade, Turkiye also
provides access to numerous markets with a large foreign
trade volume. The country’s advantageous geographical
location allows it to function as a hub for logistics and
transportation activities in the region.

From Turkiye, a 4-hour flight can reach 67 countries with a
combined population of approximately 1.4 billion people and
a trade volume of 8.6 trillion dollars. The share of the logistics
and transportation industry in Tirkiye's service exports has
been increasing each year. In 2021, 24 billion dollars of the
61 billion dollars in service exports were generated by the
logistics and transportation industry. In 2022, 39.6 percent
of the 89 billion dollars in exports, amounting to 35.3 billion
dollars, came from logistics and transportation services. This
trend highlights the logistics industry as one of the leading
sectors within the services sector. By the end of 2023, service
exports reached 100 billion dollars, with 35 billion dollars
attributed to logistics and transportation revenue. Turkiye has
a 2.5 percent share in global logistics service exports, ranking
11th with 35 billion dollars in exports. In 2024, it is expected
that 40 billion dollars of the 110 billion dollars in service
export targets will come from the logistics and transportation
industry. By the end of 2028, a service export target of 200
billion dollars has been set, including 78 billion dollars from
logistics and transportation services.

Turkiye's strategic geographical position makes it a
critical hub for global trade and logistics. Positioned at the
intersection of Europe, Asia, and the Middle East, Turkiye
plays a pivotal role in the Middle Corridor, which connects
China to Europe via Central Asia, the Caspian Sea, and the
South Caucasus. Turkiye stands out as a new trade and
logistics hub in the re-globalization process. Strategically
located at the intersection of many regions of the world,
Turkiye acts as a natural bridge between Asia and Europe
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and it is an important transit country in the global supply
chain. Turkiye has a strategic location between production
and consumption centers. All logistics operations are
provided at world standards in the country. International
logistics connections and Turkiye's unique geography make
the country a natural hub in its region.

The Middle Corridor spans approximately 7,000 kilometers
and offers an alternative to the northern route via Russia
and the southern route through the Suez Canal. Ttrkiye's
position enables it to serve as a bridge between continents.
The corridor starts in China, traverses Kazakhstan,
Azerbaijan, and the Caspian Sea, and reaches Turkiye
through Georgia. From there, goods are transported to
Europe via TUrkiye's extensive transportation network.

Turkiye's Marmaray Tunnel and Yavuz Sultan Selim
Bridge, connecting Europe and Asia, highlight the country’s
logistical importance. Moreover, Tirkiye's ports, such as
Istanbul and Mersin, facilitate maritime trade, while its rail
connections integrate with major international routes. The
Development Road Project, which connects the Persian Gulf
with a 1200-kilometer railway and highway, is a major step
towards our country’s goal of becoming a logistics hub in its
region. The integration of Turkiye's transportation networks
to Europe will be ensured with the “Halkali-Kapikule High-
Speed Train Project” and the project is aimed at having 3.6
million tons of cargo capacity. Another important investment
is Istanbul Airport. Istanbul Airport makes significant
contributions to Turkiye becoming a logistics hub. Intermodal
logistics involves the seamless movement of goods across
multiple modes of transport, such as rail, road, and sea.
Turkiye's efforts to enhance intermodal logistics are evident
through investments such as Baku-Thlisi-Kars railway, efforts
for port-to-rail integration, planning of logistics centers,
digitalization and customs reforms.

Although there are challenges to Turkiye's strategic
position such as geopolitical tensions, infrastructure
bottlenecks, and the need for greater regional cooperation,
initiatives such as Turkiye's “Vision 2053" plan and its
participation in China’s Belt and Road Initiative (BRI) signal
strong commitments to overcoming these challenges.
Opportunities lie in Turkiye’s growing integration into global
supply chains, rising e-<commerce demand, and its ability to
serve as a logistics hub for renewable energy technologies.

RUNS THROUGH RAILS

n today’s rapidly digitalizing global trade
environment, where sustainability criteria are
becoming a key determinant, the transportation
sector is undergoing a major transformation.
Turkey, due to its strategic location, serves as
a logistical bridge between Europe, Asia, and
the Middle East. However, to fully leverage this
advantage, its transportation policies must be
developed in an environmentally friendly, efficient,
and internationally standardized manner. Railway
transportation plays a critical role in achieving
sustainable transport goals thanks to its low carbon
emissions, cost efficiency, and suitability for long-
distance transport.

The European Union’s (EU) Green Deal policy is
a transformation process aimed at reducing carbon
emissions and directing transportation towards
environmentally friendly models. Given Turkey's
strong trade relations with the EU, integrating the
railway sector into international logistics corridors
and enhancing its efficiency in cross-border
transport will have a direct impact on the country’s
export capacity.

Turkey is located at a crucial crossroads of Europe,
Asia, and the Middle East, making it a key player in
international logistics networks. Large-scale projects
such as China’s Belt and Road Initiative (BRI), the
Middle Corridor, the Baku-Tbilisi-Kars (BTK) Railway
Line, the Trans-Caspian International Transport
Corridor, and the EU’s Trans-European Transport
Network (TEN-T) are enhancing Turkey’s role in
global railway transportation.

The European Green Deal, aimed at achieving
carbon neutrality by 2050, mandates carbon border
regulations (CBAM), sustainable logistics practices,
and environmentally friendly transport models.

The EU, Turkey's largest trading partner, provides
incentives for railway transport to reduce its carbon
footprint while imposing additional costs on high-
emission transport models.

Increasing the use of railways in the
transportation of Turkey’s export products to the
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EU will not only reduce export costs but also
minimize the additional burdens arising from
carbon border tax regulations.

In particular, intermodal transport projects
from Turkey to Germany, France, Italy, and
Central European countries will reduce the
carbon footprint and provide a competitive
advantage for Turkish exporters.

Turkey has made significant large-scale
investments in railway transport in recent years.

For Turkey to become more effective in
international railway transport, it must focus on
sustainable, competitive, and integrated logistics
solutions. The Green Deal process is driving a
transformation that makes railway transport
essential for Turkey's trade with the EU. In this
process, infrastructure investments, logistics
integration, private sector participation, and
transport models that reduce carbon emissions
are of great importance.

The primary objectives can be listed as follows:

» Increasing Turkey's use of railways in Asia-
Europe transit transport.

» Investing in carbon-neutral transport
projects within the framework of green logistics
strategies.

» Strengthening the integration of ports and
logistics centers with railways.

» Providing incentives for private sector
investments in railways to make railway transport
economically attractive.

By achieving these goals, Turkey will be able
to use its logistical advantages more effectively,
implement sustainable transport models
that provide environmental and economic
benefits, and become a strong player in global
competition.

Railway transport is not just a logistics solution
but an investment in the future. The sooner and
more robustly Turkey makes this investment, the
greater its competitive strength in global trade
will be.
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Export transportation by road

According to the 2024
transportation report of the
International Transporters
Association (UND), export
transportation from TUrkiye
increased by 3 percent and
reached a record level with
the number of 2 million 95
thousand trips.

TURKIYE’S FOREIGN

Stating that Tiirkiye has
significant advantages as it has land
connections with 70 countries and
acts as a bridge between Europe
and Central Asia, Aras said, “While
85 percent of world trade is carried
out by sea, 41 percent of the exports
from our country (107 billion
dollars) are carried out by land.
This situation clearly shows how
important and indispensable a mode
of transportation is the highway for
our country and the region. After
the pandemic, international road
transportation reached a record
increase of 2 million 78 thousand
trips in 2022. Transportation, which
decreased to 2 million 26 thousand
trips in 2023 due to the slowdown
in the global economy, increased
by 3 percent in 2024 and reached a
record level of 2 million 95 thousand.

In the coming period, international
road transportation will become more
important in Turkish foreign trade,
according to regional developments,.

Aras also shared the transportation
statistics for 2024. According to these
data, in 2024, international road export
transportation increased by 3.3 percent
on an annual basis, reaching 2 million
95 thousand trips. 71 percent of these
transportations were carried out by
Turkish vehicles, while 29 percent were
carried out by vehicles with foreign
license plates.

While Iraq ranked first in export
transportation with 492 thousand
flights, transportation to this country
constituted a quarter of the total
transportation. Syria was the second
country with the most export
transportations, with 189 thousand
trips, followed by Germany with 146
thousand transportations, Romania
with 123 thousand transportations,
and Georgia with 95 thousand
transportations.

While the number of export
shipments from Tiirkiye to Europe
was 897 thousand, Germany ranked
first again. In 2024, 131 billion dollars
worth of exports were made to Europe,
while 65 billion USD worth of exports
were made by road transport. 581
thousand of the exports were made
by Turkish vehicles and 316 thousand
by foreign vehicles. While the share of
Turkish vehicles in transportation was
65 percent, the share of foreign vehicles
was 35 percent. When compared to the
same period of the previous year, it is
seen that there was a 4 percent increase
in the number of transportations.

The share of e-commerce
will reach 40% in 2030

UTIKAD Board Member and UTIKAD
Micro Logistics and Digitalization
Working Group Chairman Serdar
Ayirtman stated that the role of
digitalization and e-commerce is
inevitable in the development of
countries, and that e-commerce
has emerged as one of the most
important topics after the Covid-19
pandemic and that e-commerce
volume will reach 40 percent of the
total world trade by 2030.

TIKAD Board Member and
UTIKAD Micro Logistics and
Digitalization Working Group
Chairman Serdar Ayirtman
emphasized that the Covid-19 pandemic,
which affected the whole world in 2020,
contributed greatly to the development
of the e-commerce sector. Ayirtman said,
“According to the data announced by
the Ministry of Commerce, the ratio of
e-commerce volume to general trade
volume was 10.1 percent in 2019. This rate
has increased significantly over the years,
especially with the impact of Covid-19,
and was recorded as 20.3 percent in 2023.
Tiirkiye's retail e-commerce market has
been the fastest growing market in the
last five years. If the problems in the
e-commerce and e-export sector are solved
in 2025, the volume will continue to grow
above predictions.” “It is predicted that the
e-commerce volume will reach 40 percent
of the total world trade by 2030.”

E-COMMERCE FLIGHTS
SHOULD BE SPREAD
TO ALL AIRPORTS

Stating that UTIKAD Micro Logistics
and Digitalization Working Group cont-
ributed to the solution of the problems in
the sector by bringing them to the agenda,
Ayirtman emphasized that the obstacles
to Turkiye’s e-commerce market should
be removed. Pointing out that in order to
increase the e-commerce volume, studies
on e-commerce applications in all airports
with international flights in Ttirkiye sho-
uld be accelerated, Ayirtman said, “In

our country, e-commerce is confined to
Istanbul Airport, we want to spread it
throughout the country. All airports with
international flights should be serving
e-commerce activities. We want Tiirki-

ye to become a competitive country in
e-commerce in the global arena. For global
competitiveness, costs need to be reduced.
E-commerce in Tiirkiye should “We want
to pave the way.”

WAREHOUSE
SPACE NEEDS INCREASED

Stating that the growth of the retail
e-commerce sector in Tiirkiye has revealed
significant challenges and development
areas in the field of storage, UTIKAD Mic-
ro Logistics and Digitalization Working
Group Vice President Tolgahan Bulut
drew attention to the need for storage
space. Bulut said, “Due to its geograp-
hical advantage, the development of
e-commerce in Tiirkiye and the evaluation
of opportunities are of critical importance.
The growth of the retail e-commerce sector
in Ttirkiye has revealed important chal-
lenges and development areas in the field
of warehousing. UTIKAD Micro Logistics
and Digitalization Working Group evalu-
ates the problems experienced in both the
e-commerce and e-export sectors as the
current situation, problems and solution
suggestions, as well as opportunities and
threats, in the working group meetings
held monthly.

has been concluded that the infrastructure
is inadequate, customs processing times
take a long time, the legislation is not sui-
table for the growth of e-commerce under
current conditions, and it is not appropri-
ate to collect the Universal Postal Service
fee repeatedly from both the carrier and
the sub-carrier. In the working group me-
etings, we not only identify problems but
also determine the initiatives we need to
take to solve the problems. Last year, we
made evaluations regarding the market
entry conditions and market structure in
the e-commerce sector and held meetings
with the Ministry of Trade on the subject.
After the meetings, we shared our sector’s
business models, needs and the steps to
be taken with our Ministry.”

Emphasizing the importance of in-
novative developments and also stating
that evaluations were made to ensure the
transfer of relevant information flow to
the sector, Bulut said, “UTIKAD Micro
Logistics and Digitalization Working
Group is conducting studies that will
accelerate digitalization in the sector. Last
year, we implemented the Innovation
and Technology Survey to create a digital
roadmap and to assess the situation re-
garding our sector’s adoption of digital
processes. The results of this survey form
the basis of our work regarding the digital
needs of our members.”

Affairs. Stating that they continue to work
for Tiirkiye to get a greater share of ma-
ritime trade, Uraloglu said, “The amount
of cargo handled in ports increased by 2
percent last year compared to the previous
year, reaching 531 million 737 thousand
358 tons. “The amount of containers hand-
led increased by 7.8 percent in 2024 com-
pared to the previous year, reaching 13
million 529 thousand 729 TEU,” he said.
Uraloglu stated that the amount of cargo
going abroad last year was 142 million 278
thousand 137 tons, with an increase of 5
percent compared to the previous year.

ALIAGA REGIONAL PORT

AUTHORITY AT THE SUMMIT
Stating that the amount of cargo

coming from abroad to Turkish ports
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increased by 0.4 percent compared

to the previous year, reaching 257
million 136 thousand 420 tons,
Uraloglu made the following
evaluations: “In 2024, international
cargo transportation by sea increased
by 2 percent compared to the previous
year and reached 399 million 414
thousand 557 tons. In terms of
regional port masters, the highest
cargo handling in 2024 was carried
out in port facilities operating within
the administrative borders of Aliaga
Regional Port Master with 86 million
295 thousand 565 tons of cargo. “This
was followed by Kocaeli with 83
million 787 thousand 739 tons and
Iskenderun regional port authorities
with 68 million 563 thousand 930
tons.” Uraloglu stated that last year,
transit cargo transportation by sea

in ports was 69 million 64 thousand
361 tons, and the amount of cargo
carried in cabotage was 63 million 258
thousand 440 tons.

THE HIGHEST INCREASE
IS IN 40° CONTAINER

Giving information about the types
of cargo that showed the highest increase
compared to the previous year, Uraloglu
stated that 40’ containers ranked first
with an increase of 7.1 million tons,
followed by container transport trailers
with 2.9 million tons and 20" containers
with 2.3 million tons.

Uraloglu reported that when the
cargo carried in containers and vehicles
were excluded, Portland cement was
the type of cargo carried the most by
ships with 9 million 779 thousand 766
tons, and said, “Portland cement was
followed by diesel and clinker cargo
types. Crude oil ranked first among the
most carried cargoes on ships coming to
our ports from abroad. This was followed
by unbriquetted coal and scrap iron,
respectively.”

THE MOST TRANSPORTATIONS
ARE TO ITALY

Uraloglu stated that last year, among
the shipments made from ports to go
abroad, the most shipments were made
to Italy, followed by the shipments to
the USA and Spain, and said: “The
most cargo entering the ports by sea
came from Russia, the USA and Egypt,
respectively. During this period, 7.5
percent of the 399 million 414 thousand
557 tons of foreign cargo handled in our
ports were carried by Turkish-flagged
ships. Foreign transportations made by
Turkish-flagged ships amounted to 30
million 59 thousand 943 tons, and foreign
transportations made by foreign-flagged
ships amounted to 369 million 354
thousand 614 tons.”

Minister of Transport and
Infrastructure Abdulkadir Uraloglu
also announced the maritime statistics
for January 2025. Uraloglu said, “The
amount of cargo handled at the ports
increased by 12.8 percent compared
to the same month of the previous
year and reached 48 million 626
thousand 513 tons. Thus, an all-time
monthly cargo handling record was
broken in January.” Minister Uraloglu
also underlined that the amount of
containers handled in the said month
increased by 14 percent compared to
the same month of the previous year
and reached 1 million 155 thousand
514 TEU.

In January, foreign
cargo transportation increased by 12.6
percent compared to January 2024,
reaching 37 million 417 thousand 998
tons.” Uraloglu, stating that the highest
cargo handling in the first month of
the new year was carried out in the
port facilities operating within the
administrative borders of the Aliaga
Regional Port Authority with 7 million
724 thousand 97 tons of cargo on the
basis of regional port authorities, made
the following assessment: “Aliaga
Regional Port Authority was followed
by Kocaeli Regional Port Authority
with 7 million 714 thousand 380

tons and Iskenderun Regional Port
Authority with 6 million 589 thousand

TRANSIT LOAD CONTINUES TO
INCREASE

Uraloglu stated that transit cargo
transportation carried out by sea at
ports in January increased by 12.3
percent compared to the same month
of the previous year, reaching 5 million
833 thousand 4 tons, and the amount
of cargo carried in cabotage increased
by 14.6 percent, reaching 5 million 375
thousand 511 tons.

Uraloglu noted that the type
of cargo that increased the most
compared to the previous month on the
basis of cargo types carried in January
was unbriquetted hard coal, and stated
that 3 million 178 thousand 643 tons of
unbriquetted hard coal were handled
in the ports. Uraloglu also stated that
in the month in question, Portland
cement was the type of cargo most
transported by ships from ports to

abroad with 886 thousand 263 tons and
said, “Portland cement was followed
by diesel and clinker cargo types. He

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The Evolution and
Future of Freight Forwarding

n 1747, British naval officer James
Lind’s discovery of a cure for
scurvy marked a turning point in
maritime transportation. Scurvy, a
disease caused by vitamin C deficiency,
was a direct result of protein-heavy
diets on long voyages. Once the root
cause was identified, sailors could
undertake longer and safer journeys.
However, at the time, few could have
foreseen how this breakthrough would
open new frontiers in global shipping.
Maritime laws and regulations
took shape within the framework of
the 18th-century British economy and
have since evolved to meet modern
needs. The second major transforma-
tion in ocean freight came in the second
half of the 20th century with the ad-
vent of containerization. This revolu-
tion exponentially increased global
trade volumes and led to the emer-
gence of a new intermediary—freight
forwarders—who facilitated logistics
between shippers and carriers.

The Rise of Freight Forwarders

Freight forwarders became key
players in global trade by leveraging
their expertise in international regula-
tions, building the right connections,
and maintaining confidentiality in
commercial transactions. They provid-
ed strategic advantages such as market
protection, the ability to anonymize
buyers and sellers, and optimizing
supply chain costs through strong net-
work management and rate negotia-
tions.

In my most recent online
meeting, attendees joined from Spain,
the United States, the Netherlands, and
India, while I participated from Turkey.
In the past, face-to-face interaction was
a major advantage in logistics, but in
today’s digital age, its necessity is be-
coming increasingly debatable.

Now, the question is: How will
artificial intelligence impact freight
forwarding? Al is already writing our
emails, analyzing our data, and acting
as an intelligent assistant. For as little
as $20 per month, it performs these tasks
without complaint or fatigue. There’s
no doubt that Al will reshape freight
forwarding. The real question is: Where
should we position ourselves within
this transformation?

What Will the Future Look Like?

We may not have all the answers
today, but certain realities remain un-
changed:

» Confidentiality in commercial
transactions will remain essential.

» A competitive environment will
be critical to maintaining service qual-
ity.

» Freight forwarders will continue
to serve as a vital link between mil-
lions of exporters and numerous car-
riers.

Instructions, declarations, notifica-
tions, and alerts will flow seamlessly
across integrated systems in real time.
Cargo tracking will be independently
verified, and risks related to payment
collection, document authentication,
and liability transfers will be mitigated
through advanced Saa$S solutions
available at minimal costs.

If a confirmed quote exists, the
shipper’s ERP system will automati-
cally determine which freight for-
warder is best suited for the job. Once
the shipment request is placed, the for-
warder’s system will instantly iden-
tify the optimal carrier and secure the
booking. Pre-carriage instructions, in-
voices, and other shipping documents
will be processed through AI-driven,
fully integrated systems, eliminating
the need for manual intervention.

Bu analiz ile mevcut depola-
ra gore nakliye maliyetlerimizin ne kadar
arttig1 ve azaldigini net bir sekilde hesap-
layabildik.
